e You are applying for your first U.S. Passport

e You are under age 16 (both parents must be present)

e Your previous U.S. passport was issued when you were underage 16
e Your previous U.S. passport was lost, stolen or damaged.

e Your previous U.S. passport was issued more than 15 years ago.

If none of the above statements apply you may be eligible to RENEW using Form DS-82.

Please Note: If you live in another country (including Canada) and you’re submitting Form DS-11, you must
apply in person at a U.S. embassy or consulate.
