Idaho County Fair Clean Up and Security Duties 

$2800 
DAYTIME 

• Check bathrooms frequently four to five times daily to refill paper and soap dispensers, empty 
trash cans. A clean restroom will encourage users to keep it clean. Restrooms by office in 
Schmidt building are closed to public but used by office staff and event participants so a mid-day 
check and night clean should be sufficient 

• Vacuum Schmidt building hall mid-morning and before night time performances 

• Dump garbage cans & replace bags in buildings. Garbage cans are placed in one location each 
evening for Walco to dump in the morning and then replaced throughout. 

• Check tables outside for garbage and wipe them off as needed 

• Walk through buildings checking for trash to be picked up or people/kids being disrespectful of 
exhibits (chickens/rabbits). 4H kids are responsible for barn clean up. 

• Kids are not to jump off roof or retaining wall into shavings help us try to enforce this 

• Disperse large green garbage cans from Elizabeth St around buildings 

• Pick up garbage in common area 

• Exhibit buildings maybe opened at 8 am.  
NIGHTTIME 

• After 10:00 or when crowd has left, start to clean bathrooms-toilets, sinks, mop floors, scrub 
showers 

• Vacuum hallway in Schmidt building (by bathrooms) 

• Vacuum dressing room carpet and carpet in front of bleachers in Schmidt building  

• Move green garbage cans to Elizabeth St entrance 

• Blow garbage out from under bleachers in Agee show barn and wipe seats off 

• Check for garbage on and under bleachers in Schmidt building and wipe off as needed 

• Walk through animal barns and tie out areas checking for loose animals or those in trouble or 
sick 

• Exhibit buildings maybe locked at 10pm. Animals barns are left open for ventilation at night. 

• Saturday during sale help keep alleys in pig barn clear of traffic so pigs can be moved to sale ring 
efficiently 

TUESDAY AFTERNOON 

• Green garbage cans should be delivered, place them around grounds at building entrances and 
near food courts  

• Place picnic tables and Pepsi umbrellas in food court after vendors have parked ( some vendors 
may not come until Wednesday) Commercial booth chairman will know 

SATURDAY AFTER CLOSE OF FAIR 

• Sweep and mop floors in exhibit buildings 

• Conduct night time cleaning duties
